
Anything But Hair Competition Standards   


PURPOSE
To evaluate each contestant’s preparation for employment and to recognize outstanding students for excellence and professionalism in the field of cosmetology.

ELIGIBILITY
Open to active SkillsUSA members enrolled in programs with cosmetology as the occupational objective.


CLOTHING
· White Polo shirt or White Dress shirt
· Black Dress Slacks (no jeggings or leggings, no spandex, no yoga pants, no skin-tight pants, no denim)
· Black belt with no ornamentation (if slacks have belt loops)
· Black dress socks or black or skin-tone hose is allowed under slacks
· Black leather work shoes (closed toe)
Jewelry is allowable, as long as it conforms to professional attire and is not a safety issue.
If students show up in attire that is unprofessional, they are not allowed to compete.  


EQUIPMENT AND MATERIALS


Supplied by the Technical Committee
· Tables
· Timer / time-keeper
· Electrical outlet
· First Aid kit & Blood Spill Kit
· All necessary information for the judges and tally committee

Supplied by the Contestant
· Any BALD or SHAVED Standard Manikin head (old or new)
· No styrofoam manikin heads, no shoulder or mini manikins
· Manikin Stand/Holder or Tripod 
· Pen or Pencil
· Note Pad (for Oral Communications Segment)
· Extension cord and Power strip with Surge Protector 
· Resume
· Contestants are to bring/supply everything they need for their creation, construction and assembly.
· Any hand-held appliances needed to construct/assemble your design on-site.  Machines or equipment that are not small hand-held devices are NOT Allowed.

· “ANYTHING BUT HAIR” KIT –The “Kit” will vary for each individual competitor.  You are required to have “a Kit” containing any/all the tools, materials and products necessary to complete your creations.


GENERAL CONTEST INFORMATION
· Contestant Folder – Contestants are to prepare a folder to present to the Chairperson at orientation.  Contents of the folder should include:
· Resume – All contestants will turn in a typed, 1 page, professional resume. 
· TBD – Diagram / Sketch / Image of proposed design/plan 

· Cell phones or other electronic devices are NOT allowed in the competition area.

· Talking – No talking to other contestants, instructors, or audience members during the competition is allowed. Doing so may result in disqualification. If you have a question, raise your hand and a sage or the competition chairperson will see to your needs.

· Breaks – Breaks will be given during competition. Contestants are not allowed to leave the area except with a chaperone for restroom visits or emergencies.  If contestant gets sick during the competition and need to leave the contest area, no extra time will be allotted.

· Work Time – You can begin the contest when the chairperson signals so and you must stop when time is called.  Continuing to work will result in point deductions.  All contestants must participate in all phases of the competition, including written (if applicable) and Oral Communications.

· Upon completion of the competition – DO NOT Remove Manikins from the competition area until instructed to do by the contest chairperson.

· Secondary contestants will compete against secondary and postsecondary will only compete against postsecondary.

· JUDGES DECISIONS ARE FINAL







SCOPE OF THE COMPETITION
· This is a manikin freestyling competition, where all creation, design and assembly must be completed at the competition site. 
· Contestants will start with a Bald or Shaved Manikin.  Nothing can be prepared or pre-attached (except painting). 
· Manikins may be Pre-Painted if desired.
· Contestant choice of items/products to use for their ABH design.  
· Products/items that are hazardous or dangerous are NOT Permitted.
· Hair may NOT be used!
· All creation/design/construction must be done/attached/completed at competition site (on-site). 
· Any adhesives used must be done on-site, including applying adhesives or attaching-devices to the manikin.
· Onsite Contest Time allowed – 3 hours

SCORING INFORMATION
· Creativity – Artistic expression and imagination – 200 points
· Originality – New/unique, innovative concept – 200 points
· Technical Skill / Craftsmanship – Neatness, secure & stable, clean finish, execution – 200 points
· Adaptability – Creative use of materials in place of hair – 200 points
· Total Look – Cohesive and impactful presentation – 200 points
· Oral Communications  - 100 possible points
· Point Penalty Categories:
· Incorrect Manikin and/or Pre-assembled items on Manikin – 300 point deduction
· Late Arrival penalty – 200 point deduction
· Safety & Supplies Clean-up – up to 100 point deduction
· Kit Check – up to 30 point deduction
· Clothing penalty – up to 10 point deduction
· Resume penalty – 10 point deduction
· Total Points:  1100










ORAL  COMMUNICATIONS  SCENARIO:  
“BOOKING AN APPOINTMENT BY PHONE”
** All Cosmetology-related competitors will perform an oral interview.

1. Mock telephone conversation scenario:  Booking an appointment with a first-time client.  The client is new to the area.  The client will be booking the appointment in the cosmetology/contest discipline area that the students is competing in.
1. Competitors may bring note pad and pencil to write down information.
1. Judge will be seated across from the competitor acting as the client.
1. Judging Criteria  (100 points):
· 10 pts - Pleasant voice
· 10 pts - Identified salon
· 10 pts - Identified stylist
· 10 pts - Asked for client’s first and last name
· 10 pts - Asked for client’s phone number
· 10 pts - Asked for type of service client is requesting
· 10 pts - Used client’s name at least once in the conversation
· 10 pts - Confirmed service to be done, time and date
· 10 pts - Suggested additional services
· 10 pts - Outstanding presentation
