PURPOSE

To evaluate each contestant’s ability to spell work-related terms correctly.

CLOTHING REQUIREMENTS

Official SkillsUSA blazer, sweater, or windbreaker and accompanying official dress.  Refer to General Regulations, SkillsUSA Championships Technical Standards.

ELIGIBILITY

1. Open to active SkillsUSA members currently enrolled in Trade and Industrial Education and Technical Education Courses.

2. Three contestants per school shall be eligible for the State contest.

a. Pencils

b. Numbered paper
c. Tables

d. Chairs
e. One Chairperson
f. Judges
g. List of Words or Written Word Test.
2. Supplied by the Contestant:

a. Resume


SCOPE OF THE CONTEST

1.
Approximately 100 words will be selected randomly from SkillsUSA Leadership Handbook, Revised.
2.
The words may be presented to the contestants in a combination of the following manners: 

· Read aloud for the contestant to spell correctly on an answer sheet

· Misspelled words provided on a worksheet for the contestant to correct

· Multiple choice questions

3.
Words that are not legible will be counted as incorrect.  Words that are not printed will be considered incorrect.

4.
Contestants who have tied will be requested to spell ten additional words.  This process will continue until the tie is broken.

5.
Contestants must remain seated and quiet during the contest.

6.
Contestants will remain in the testing area until dismissed by the contest chairperson.

7.
Failure to comply with requirements 5 and 6 listed above will result in a 10 point penalty for each rule violation.
