Code of Conduct

Parents should read this code of conduct and students are required to sign it agreeing to abide.

As a SkillsUSA member and conference attendee, I recognize that professionalism is of paramount importance as I represent myself, my school and my organization.  Therefore, I promise to adhere to the following code of conduct.

1. I will follow the schedule at all times and will be in the proper location on time. 

2. I will not go to the cabins except during the times designated on the schedule.

3. I will never enter the cabin of the opposite sex.

4. I will never find myself alone with a member of the opposite sex behind closed doors.

5. I will not bring or consume any alcohol or tobacco products while at Camp Dixie.

6. I will not bring or use illegal substances.

7. I will be in my cabin at curfew and will not leave the cabin at any time during the evening.

8. In the event of an emergency, I will notify the nearest adult.  I know that there will be advisors staying in the cabins with me and in my section meetings and will not leave without notifying one of them.

9. I will not go past the lake and up the hill to Mt. Zion.

10. I will wear a life jacket if swimming in the lake or riding a canoe.

11. I will not swim in the lake or ride a canoe without notifying an advisor.

12. I will not push anyone into the lake.

13. I will not go into the woods.

14. I will not damage or remove Camp Dixie property.

15. I will return any items that I use to their proper place (ie canoes, life jackets, section materials, athletic equipment, etc.)
