SCOPE OF THE CONTEST.

· This contest consists of identifying tools that will be shown on a screen via a data projector:  
1. The state contest will consist of identifying 100 tools.  
2. The regional contest will consist of identifying 25-50 tools.  
· Contestants will be given 20 seconds to view each tool shown on the screen. The next tool will be shown automatically until all tools have been displayed.
· Contestants will provide an answer for each tool by any one of the following:

1. Providing a written identification.

2. Multiple choice selection.
· Ties will be decided by any of the following:

1. (For Handwritten answers) Counting the number of misspelled words.  Each Misspelled tool will have a point deduction.
2. A written tie-breaker test.

3. Any additional tie breakers will be the judges’ choice.
