Masonry Estimating

(NO NATIONAL CONTEST)

PURPOSE

To test the masonry student’s knowledge on various aspects of estimating masonry materials and job cost.

CLOTHING REQUIREMENT

Official SkillsUSA blazer or windbreaker, white dress shirt and black tie or white blouse, black dress pants or skirt, black dress shoes (closed toe). 

ELIGIBILITY

Open to any student enrolled in a masonry class.

SCOPE OF THE CONTEST

1. Each masonry advisor is allowed four contestants.

2. Students will need to know how to estimate brick, block, masonry sand, mortar, reinforcement wire, and calculate the cost of materials.

3. Contestants will need to bring pencils, paper, calculator, and an architectural scale.

4. A set of blue prints and an estimate sheet will be provided for each contestant.

5. Contestants will fill the blanks on the estimate sheet.

6. The contest chair will check the score sheets by comparing each material quantity.  Each contestant’s will be awarded ten points for each correct answer that is within 5% of the correct answer.  The contestant with the highest score wins.

7. Tiebreaker will be the contestant with the closest quantity amount of masonry units.
